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1. INTRODUCTION

These pin accesssory assemblies are designed to be 
used with the hydraulic crimping heads listed in 
Figure 1 to eliminate the possibility of misplacing the 
latch pin. Refer to the instruction sheet for the 
crimping head for operating procedure and safety 
information.

Reasons for reissue of this instruction sheet are 
provided in Section 5, REVISION SUMMARY.

2. DESCRIPTION

Each pin accessory assembly consists of a pivot pin 
with screw and retaining rings, latch pin with screw, 
and a coupling assembly (chain).

3. INSTALLATION

1. Remove the existing retaining rings, pivot pin, 
and latch pin from the crimping head.

2. Assemble the pivot pin and latch pin onto the 
crimping head as shown in Figure 1.

To avoid personal injury or damage to the crimping 
head, make sure that the crimping head is fully 
closed and the pins are fully inserted before 
actuating the crimping head.

4. REPLACEMENT PARTS

each pin accessory assembly.
