1. Insert the DVD into your computer's DVD-ROM drive. The DVD should automatically run the installation program. If
the installer does not start, browse to the DVD root folder and double click on ‘setup.exe’.

2. Windows™ 7 /Vista users may see “User Account Control” dialog boxes. If applicable, enter the administrator
password and click <OK>.

3. Follow the on screen instructions to install the RSK software.

Note: When prompted to specify a different location for installing any of the tools, DO NOT change the default location;

click <Next>. The Windows Security driver signing dialog boxes may be displayed. Please accept the driver to continue.
