Recommended Installation Tools : Large slip joint pliers 
 

1. Insert un-stripped conductors into applicable ports.  Visually check that the conductors are 
inserted all the way to the end of the connector. 

 
2. Position tool in the center of the cap perpendicular to conductors. 

 
3. Make the connection by pushing the cap down so the sides of the cap are flush with the 

bottom of connector and you hear the “click” of the alignment tabs locking into place. 
 

NOTE:  If the cap is pushed down during shipping and blocks the wire port, lift the cap 
until the element is out of the wire path. 

 

Installation Tips: 
1) Cut insertion ends of wire at an angle to help puncture through the rubber barrier cap. 
2) Keep fingers close to the end of the wire when pushing the wire through the rubber barrier 
cap.
