4. At room temperature approximately 50% of the ultimate strength will be achieved after 20
minutes, 90% after 24 hours, and 100% after 72 hours. In some cases, bond strength can
be increased and ultimate bond strength can be achieved more quickly by exposure of the
bond to elevated temperature, e.g., 150°F (66°C) for 1 hour.
